As the fall season approaches,
Wainwright recommitted to that message by
launching an essentials collection they call Icons.
This upcoming collection for rag and bones is
highly anticipated by its buyers. I was struck by a
couple of pieces that stood out to me as being
strikingly different from the others. They
emphasized downtown sensibility while still
maintaining a clean and sensible look.

It is known that the
people who are
looking for this collection are looking for
downtown sensibility, but they also want a clean and
sensible look that never goes out of style. My attention
was drawn to a few pieces in these looks when I looked
more closely at the collection. In a recent Vogue article on
this collection, the designer said, “It galvanized the way we
think about things,” Wainwright said of the initiative. “We’ve
always thought about [our business] that way, but we
haven’t always clearly articulated that we have a perfect
trench, or a perfect Breton stripe sweater, or a perfect
Western shirt. Pulling that out all the way from design
through marketing has helped us be clear about what Rag
& Bone is”.



I find this brand's new resort collection to be the best of the best. During the pandemic,
fashion changed to simple and comfortable clothes.

This collection impressed me most with its classic trench coats. With classic color
options and classic tailoring, they are high quality and worth the price.
